It’s already Spring, and that means Stepping Stones is changing gears and merging into the fast lane! There are so many things
that happen behind the scenes throughout the year both to do with the organizing and smooth running of camp, as well as the
rentals that bring in revenue in order for us to carry out our mission of encouraging young people to know Christ more deeply.

ON THE PROPERTY:
Trevor and Kaylee Dehaas are settling into their second year as Operations Directors. We thank them for their efforts in their first
year - moving to the property and entering their new role is no easy task! For now, they’ve settled and are excited for year 2.

Some progress has been made on the property over the past year. The Red Barn has been cleaned and organized, creating
more storage space. The Linden Lodge kitchen has had some minor updates, including new appliances. As the infrastructure on
the property continues to age things do tend to break down, and recently we had construction on our well completed, moving
the well head to above ground level.

For rentals, 4 weddings were booked this year, our weekends are fully booked for May, June, August and September with some
large full site rentals, and a waitlist has been started for 2027.

CABIN PROJECT:

Perhaps one of the most exciting developments in this past year has been the planning for new cabins! Much of our community
is familiar with the tent/canvas cabins that have served us well since the Red Barn was shut down. In order to improve the camp
experience for our campers and counselors, increase rental revenue year-round and create better accommodations for our
rental groups, the board has approved moving ahead with the project! We’re thankful for the work being done by the Cabin
Project Task Force - a dedicated team with much experience in project planning, management and fundraising!

CAMP PREPARATION:

Alanna Noort, our hired Camp Manager, continues to do a fantastic job overseeing the different committees within Stepping
Stones Bible Camp. In order for Camp to run smoothly, there are many things to prepare for, discuss and execute, and all in a
timely manner! We’re thankful to see a continued interest from campers to attend Camp each year, and we’re grateful to all of
the parents who trust Stepping Stones to continually provide a great experience year after year, encouraging young people to
know Christ more deeply. We’re also thankful to all of the staff and counselors who have applied and will be volunteering their
time this summer to serve in this special place. We could not do it without all of you! That being said, there are still a number of
positions that need to be filled, and we pray that individuals may be moved to be a part of Camp this year!

As we look back on the past year, and look forward to the coming year(s), we continue to see God'’s faithfulness and providence
in this organization. There have been times in the past when we wondered how we would get through the path ahead, and yet
each and every time, God carried us through and provided what was needed.
